	You need to register an Expression of Interest (EOI) in order to take part in the REIP.  Registering an EOI allows us to identify whether your proposal is a priority for investment and whether or not the applicant and activity fit the eligibility criteria. 

	To receive support via the REIP applications must be for grant investment of £25,000 or above.  European State Aid Rules limit the total amount of funding that can be provided to individual businesses and the percentage of grant investment is available at various levels, the guidance notes contain further information.  Please read the ‘Guidance Part A: Dairy Farm Infrastructure – Animal Health and Welfare’ in conjunction with filling out this EOI.  

	Received EOIs will be reviewed on a weekly basis and applicants will be contacted shortly after.

	The EOI seeks to identify an outline of what the proposal is about, and only requests summary details.  However, the more information you provide the more detailed our response can be. You will need to submit a completed copy of this EOI form prior to submitting a full application.  

	If you go on to make a full application to the REIP, the EOI will not be used in the formal assessment of your proposal.  Registering an EOI does not commit you to making a full application or Yorkshire Forward to an offer of support.

	You do not need to have planning permission at EOI stage but this will need to be in place if you proceed to make a full application.

	Please note: After you submit your EOI Yorkshire Forward will provide written advice as to whether your proposal is in principle eligible and meets the priorities for investment (see guidance notes).  

If you are advised that the proposal is eligible in principle, but a low priority for investment, you may submit a full application, but Yorkshire Forward will only provide further facilitation support to high priority applications. The intention of providing this early guidance is to spare applicants the expense of preparing a full application which stands a high chance of rejection by the panel.

In some cases the proposal may simply be ineligible, and you will be advised of this.
