 Summary of completed evaluation forms:  
 
Executive Summary: 31 completed forms were received, largely from parish council attendees but also some from though 
representing organisation and speakers. The responses were generally very positive about the event, with very few ratings in 
the ‘fair’, ‘poor’ or ‘not useful’ categories. In respect to interest in follow-up climate change parish activity, 12 parish council 
delegates, representing 10 different councils, expressed interest and gave their details. Of these, three said they could do 
this independently, whilst the remainder said they would want to work with a facilitator. There was also some interest in 
general RAF activity and potential membership.
